2. Aspect Ratio: 16:9 in Landscape format (the mobile phone camera should remain in a fixed
position)

3. File Size: 500 MB or smaller

4. File Format: MPEG (mp4) or QuickTime Movie (mov)

* Do not engage in any editing or corrections.

(Do not wear any clothes
that may reveal your identity such as school and army uniforms)
* Do not wear any color make up, cosmetic lenses or accessories.

* Make sure not to include any sound from sources other than yourself.
(voice of another person, noise made by your companion animal, etc.)

2. For identification purposes, please look straight at the camera with your face and shoulders
clearly visible and start with the specified sentence.
